ABOUT THE STAMP

This issue marks the beginning of
the 150" anniversary celebrations of
the birth of Mehandas Karamchand
Gandhi, known as Mahatma (Great
Soull Gandhi, held on October
2, 1869, in Porbandar, India. The
stamp foouses on the profle image
of Gandhi's face. The phote used to
comipate the art is from the 19405,
purpesely in black and white, so
that the monochromatic features
result in a naturally more expressive
image, with the abjective of facusing
the attention of the cbserver on
their serene face of the idealizer and
founder of the modern Indian State.
On the left side, the mention of
Gandhi's sesquicentennial of birth,
and, on the base of the stamp the
phrage attributed to him: “An eye
for an eye and the world will end
up blind." For the composition of
the art of the stamp, the artiste
used photography and computer
gr..'lphil::. techniques.

MAHATMA GANDHI : INICIO DAS
COMEMORAGOES DOS 150 ANOS DO
ANIVERSARIO DE NASCIMENTO

Mahatma Gandhi, o grande lider espiritual, social e politico da
india, & considerado a figura mals reverenclada dos nosses tem-
pos. Para Albert Einstein, "as geracdes por vir terdo dificuldade
emt acreditar gue um homem como este realmente existiu & cami-
nhou sobre a Terra.” E assim ele permanecera gragas a sua eterna
mensagem de paz, amer ¢ ao cada vez mais relevante principio
de nao-violéncia. Em reconhecimento  sua imensa contribuicao
na luta pela liberdade ao redor do mundo, pelos direitos huma-
nos e ao método de mobilizaghe em massa (Satyagraha) con-
tra a opressao, o dia 02 de outubro, aniversario de Gandhiji*, foi
declarado o Dia Internacional da Mao-Vialéncia, reconhecido por
193 nagdes. Gandhiji & conhecide come o pai do movimento dos
direites humanos do sécule 20 e o prendncio da luta pela paz ¢
justica da modernidade. Sua mensagem e seus ensinamentos tém
significade ainda mais especial no munds conturbade da atuali-
dade, repleto de divisdes politicas e religiosas, preconceito racial
e exploracas humana,

Mascido em 1869 na cidade litoranea de Porbandar, Estado de
Gujarat, ¢ popularmente conhecide como Bapu, o Pai da Magao
Indiana. Gandhiji levava um estile de vida muito simples e pregava
que se devia “viver de maneira simples para que sutros pudessem
simplesmente viver”, Seu compromisso inabaldvel é evidenciado por
seus indmeros jejuns em prol de causas como harmonia religiosa,
protestos contra a opressao de pessoas carentes, intociveis e contra
a violéncia, Durante a luta pela liberdade da India, Gandhiji foi preso
diversas vezes. A celebracao dos 150 anos de Gandhiji ¢ a reafirma-
gao de seus valores.

Ans 24 anos, ji advogado, Gandhiji viajou para a Africa do Sul
e la viu muitos indianos sendo discriminados inclusive ele proprio
foi impedido de viajar na primeira classe, sendoe expulse do trem.
Gandhiji ficou tocado pelas condigdes precirias dos indianos e co-
mecou uma luta contra a injustica.

Mahatma Gandhi ficou conhecido por sua maneira Unica de lutar
contra os britdnicos, o império mais poderoso da época. Com méto-
dos diferentes daqueles empregados por cutros que lutavam pela
paz, a opressdo @ agressac britanica eram revidadas com a resistén-
cia nao-viclenta. A estratégia de Gandhiji apelou as massas ¢ a ou-
tros setores da populagac.

Gardhiji assumiu o papel de lider ¢ guiou o movimento pela li-
berdade com o apoio de cutros lideres como Subhash Chandra Bose,
Jawaharlal Mehru e Sardar Patel, Ele liderou diversas campanhas nag-
wiolentas contra o Império Britdnico, coma a Marcha do Sal, o movi-
mento de desobediéncia civil ¢ o Quit India Movement, gue ganharam
aapoio das massas por toda a india A culminacio desses movimentos
resultou na decisao britanica de abandonar a India em 1947,

Como um simbolo de respeite, Gandhiji era chamado de Mahatma
por Ravindranath Tagore e recebeu o titule honoriric de "Pai da
Macdo”. Ele foi assassinado em 30 de Janeiro de 1948, O compromis-
sa de Gandhiji com a ndo-vicléncia e sua crenga erm uma vida simples
{ele fazia as proprias roupas, era vegetariano e jejuava come maneira
de auto purificagdo e de protesto) continua a inspirar e a ser um raio
de esperanca acs oprimidos e marginalizados ao redor do munde,

MAHATMA GANDHI : BEGINNING OF
150™ BIRTH ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATIONS

Mahatma Gandhi, the great spiritual, soclal and political leader
of India, is considered the most revered figure of our time according
to Albert Einstein "Generations to come, it may well be, will scarce
believe that such a man as this cne ever in flesh and blood walked
upan this Earth”, He will remain so because of his eternal message of
peace, love and the increasingly universal relevance of the principle
of nonviclence, Recognizing his immense contribution to freedom
struggles across the world, human rights and the novel method
of mass mobilization [Satyagraha) to fight oppression, in 2007 the
United Mations General Assembly designated Znd October, Gandhiji's
birthday, as International Day of Nonviclence. This cccasion is now
observed by 193 member nations. He is regarded as the father of the
human rights movement of the 20th century and the harbinger of
peace and justice-ariented struggles of the modern era. His message
and teachings that hawve special significance in today’s troubled
warld which is mired in religious fissures, political divisions, racial

prejudices and human exploitation.

Born in 1269 In the coastal city of Porbandar, Gujarat, and
popularly known as Bapu, the Father of the Indian nation. He
led a very simple lifestyle, His advice was to ‘Live simply so that
others may simply livel His commitment was unwavering as is
evidenced by his numerous fasts for causes such as religious
harmeony, to protest against the ocppression of poor people,
untouchability, and violence, During India's freedom struggle,
he was imprisoned several times. The celeberation of Gandhiji's
150th Anniversary is a reafirmation of his values.

At the age of 24, Gandhiji went to South Africa to practice
law. There, he saw the Indians getting discriminated against,
Once even he was disallowed to travel in the first-class and was
thrown out of the train. He was moved by the poor condition of
Indians and started a fight against injustice.

Mahatma Gandhi was known for his unique ways of fighting
the British, the most powerful imperial power at that time. His
methods were different from the other freedom fighters. The
British oppression and aggression was met with non-violent
resistance. Gandhiji's strategy appealed to masses as well as
other section's of the population.

Gandhiji took the key leadership role and spearheaded the
freedem movement which was well supported by other leaders
like Subhash Chandra Bose, Jawaharlal Nehru and Sardar Patel.
He masterminded several nonviclent campaigns against the
British like the Salt Satyagraha, Civil disobedient movement and
Quit India movement which gained mass support across India.
The culmination of these massive movements resulted in the
decision of the British to quit India in 1947,

As a mark of respect Gandhiji was called Mahatma by
Ravindranath Tagere and was given the honorary title ‘Father of
the Nation' He was assassinated on 20 January 1948, Gandhiji's
commitment to non-violence and his belief in simple living—
making his own clothes, eating a vegetarian diet and using fasts
for self-purification as well as a means of protests, continue to
inspire people and have been a ray of hope for the oppressed
and the marginalized throughout the world.
